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1. Executive Summary 
 
The University of the Western Cape (UWC) is a national institution of higher education 
located in Cape Town, South Africa. It was created under Apartheid as a �black� 
institution and has evolved into one of the top universities in the country graduating the 
largest number of black professionals. For the past forty-five years UWC has dedicated 
itself to serving the marginalized segment of South Africa�s population � many of whom 
would not be able to gain access to other tertiary institutions.  
 
UWC, recently accorded South Africa�s flagship status, is committed to taking advantage 
of the opportunities created by both regionalization and globalization and is evolving its 
services on a scale not currently seen in South Africa. To achieve this, UWC Council, in 
2001, placed IT at the top of the University�s agenda creating the executive portfolio of 
Information and Communications Services (ICS). ICS created an integrated information 
strategy for UWC, and began to restructure IT support into world-class service-oriented 
support structures. The results will be IT and IT-based curricula allowing for every 
student to be competent and competitive.  
 
To accommodate the new programming and with current university space at maximum 
use and occupancy, UWC has begun its capital campaign to create the Information in2 
Knowledge Building. With this proposal, we seek support in the form of donations, 
branded sponsorships, and business partnerships.
